This procurement is being conducted under the authority of FAR Subpart 13.5, Test Program for Certain Commercial Items.  The evaluation factors listed in this solicitation do not necessarily indicate their order of importance and subfactors, if any, may not be indicated.  A competitive range determination may not be made.  Award without discussions may be made.  Negotiations may be held with one or more offerors but not necessarily with all offerors in the competitive range if one is established.  Comparative evaluations of offers may be made.  Offers will be evaluated inclusive of transportation charges from the shipping point of the supplier to the delivery destination.   Award will be based upon an assessment of price and other factors.  The award document may be a purchase order or a contract at the discretion of the Contracting Officer.  Notifications to unsuccessful offerors shall be given only if requested. 
7. EVALUATION 
Selection and award will be made to that responsible offeror, (1) whose offer is technically acceptable, (2) whose proposed price is determined to be the lowest overall cost to the Government, and (3) whose past performance record is satisfactory.  Offerors MUST provide adequate detail to allow evaluation of each offer. (See FAR 52.212-1).

8. REQUIRED INFORMATION TO BE PROVIDED BY OFFEROR
Offerors shall submit the requested information, as identified in Paragraphs 8A-D below. Only the required MINIMUM amount of information is requested to provide for proper evaluation.  Efforts should be made to keep proposals BRIEF as possible, concentrating on substantive information essential for a proper evaluation.

Offerors shall submit a proposal that contains the following information:

The offeror's proposal shall be in sufficient detail and shall clearly demonstrate how the offeror proposes to comply with each of the applicable specifications.   Offers shall include the offeror's facsimile number and e-mail address(es).  

B.        The offeror shall provide information on no more than 3 relevant past contracts with the Government and/or industry, both current and expired, within the last three years.  Offerors shall 

include contract number, contract value, agency name and point of contact (including address, telephone and fax numbers, and e-mail address, if available), brief description of the scope, and status of the contract (current, terminated (if so, why), successfully completed).  Offerors with no previous contracts shall so state.  The Government shall consider information obtained from any other sources when evaluating an offeror’s past performance.

Past Performance Evaluation shall be conducted in accordance with FAR 15.305(a)(2) and 

NFS 1815.305(a)(2), “Past Performance Evaluation”.  The approach to evaluating past performance is in accordance with FAR 15.305(a)(2).  One of the following adjectival ratings, as defined in Exhibit (A) of the RFQ, will be assigned:  Excellent, Very Good, Good, Fair, or Poor.  However, the offerors without a record of relevant past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available, will not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance.
