I.  Michoud Assembly Facility Access for the Ares I Upper Stage Production and Instrument Unit Solicitations
Per previous notification, NASA has reviewed requests for access to MAF and developed the following procedures to ensure fair and equitable access for all potential offerors for both the Ares I Upper Stage Production (USP) Contract and the Ares I Upper Stage Instrument Unit (IU) Contract.

1.  Escorted access to MAF will be available beginning October 16, 2006.  To obtain access and visitors information contact Randy McGee (Defense Contract Management Agency) at 504-257-2644.  Visitor’s passes will be issued for no more than one week at a time.  
2.  All requests will be worked as they are received; however NASA reserves the right to rotate visitation schedules to ensure all potential primes receive sufficient time to understand MAF.  Also, contractors who have announced teaming arrangements will be given time as a team and not as individual contractors.  All potential offerors for the USP and IU procurement must utilize this process.

3.  A visitor’s workspace will be set up in Building 320.  Existing information on MAF will be available in that area and will also be provided on the ESMD Acquisition Portal.  More details will be available directly from Mr. McGee.
4.  Although there will be the opportunity to ask questions of the available Government employees, visitors should not interfere with on-going work or other contractor employees.  

5.  Any questions on MAF can also be directed to Mr. McGee.
6.  Potential vendors who utilize this process are in agreement that questions asked and data or answers that are provided may also be published on the various acquisition websites or used in other public forums to assist NASA in providing as much information as possible to all interested parties.  

7.  In the event of a conflict, the requirements in the final solicitations will take precedence over any information provided during the MAF visits.
