B.2. SUPPLIES AND/OR SERVICES TO BE FURNISHED

The Contractor shall provide all labor, materials, and facilities necessary to perform NASA Johnson Space Center’s Boeing Aircraft Fleet (NBAF) maintenance requirements in accordance with the contract terms and conditions.  Maintenance requirements include aircraft inspection, scheduled and unscheduled maintenance, Aging Fleet inspections, structural inspections, aircraft stripping and painting, and engineering services.  The Contractor shall provide maintenance and repair service capability at the Contractor’s facility and at NASA facilities, or other locations where NASA operates its aircraft.  Aircraft on Ground (AOG) repairs, parts provisioning, aircraft painting, and extended aircraft storage, as described in the Statement of Work (SOW).

For Items 1 through 14, 19 through 32; 37 through 50; 55 through 68; and 73 through 86, the fixed hourly rates are fully burdened rates, including wages, indirect costs, general and administrative expenses, and profit.   
For Items 15, 33, 51, 69 and 87, the requirement is for storage/parking of the aircraft that is outside of the scheduled maintenance task.  If the requirement for storage/parking of the aircraft is less than one month, the price shall be prorated.  A task order will be issued for the storage/parking of the aircraft.  
The following is for Items 16, 34, 52, 70 and 88.  If the Contractor’s accounting system uses a separate material handling charge or material overhead percentage rate which is applicable to purchased materials, the rate which shall apply to Contractor-supplied material shall be as indicated.  
The following is for Items 17, 35, 53, 71 and 89.  The nature of the work to be performed is expected to require the contractor to furnish material, which his regularly sold to the general public in the normal course of business.  As contemplated in paragraph (b)(6) of the clause 52.232-7 Payments under Time-and Materials and Labor Hour Contracts, the applicable discount which the Government may receive under this contract with respect to such material shall be as indicated.  

The following is for Items18, 36, 54, 72, and 90:  The Government shall reimburse the contractor for travel equal to the most reasonable airfare rate and per diem rate not to exceed the rates indicated above per day or the joint travel regulation whichever is lower.  Note:  Travel expenses must include taxi or vehicle rental expenses.  

Notwithstanding the prices set forth above, the prices to be paid under this contract for supplies and/or services that are regularly sold to the general public, shall be on the basis of the established catalogue or list price in effect when the supplies and/ or services are furnished, less all applicable discounts to the Government, and in no event shall such prices be in excess of the Contractor’s sales prices to its most favored customer, or the established contract prices, which ever is lower.

B.4. CONTRACT TYPE 

This is a time and materials contract.  The ceiling price is $4,900,000 for the period of performance of the contract.  The Government’s obligation to order the services or supplies does not occur until a task order has been placed in accordance with the clauses of Task Order Procedures herein.  
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
