The contractor shall provide maintenance records in accordance with Federal Aviation Regulation (FARs) Part 145.
CONTENT:  

Aircraft Maintenance Documentation shall include:

1. A planning document that sets forth job requirements for the technician and the inspection points for quality assurance.

2. A removal document that reflects the removal, installation, and/or reinstallation of each component on the aircraft.  This document shall record the reason(s) for removal, part number, and serial number of the removed and installed item.  The form shall also have sufficient space for verification signatures from the technician and quality assurance.

3. A discrepancy document, if applicable, that includes the date, aircraft tail number, discrepancy description, estimated labor hours required to correct the discrepancy, corrective action, customer (COTR) approval/disapproval, engineering disposition (if required), actual labor hours expended and verification signature spaces for the technician and quality assurance.  The COTR shall be provided copies of all customer signed discrepancy documents.

4. A resource document that reflects a cumulative display of labor hours/dollars expended for all work performed and a listing, including price, of all parts procured.  The document should be in the form of a spreadsheet listing labor and parts by task order and discrepancy number. 

5. A scheduling document reflects the entire Task Order Work Package life cycle.  This document shall include all major milestone tasks with respect to planned versus actual milestones completion dates, the current progress on each individual task and the estimated completion date, and the overall work package completion percentage.
