Preparation of solicitation documents for the Michoud Assembly Facility (MAF) Manufacturing Support and Facility Operations Contract (MSFOC) continues and the following information is provided to assist industry in planning for the upcoming procurement.

A)  Release of the MSFOC Request for Proposal (RFP) is anticipated on or about June 6, 2008.   
B)  The RFP will contain several updates from the Draft RFP.  To assist potential offeror(s) in proposal preparation, the following is a subset of those updates:
· Contract award will change from October 1, 2008 to December 1, 2008 with assumption of full contract responsibilities on February 1, 2009.

· The page count limitation for the Mission Suitability Volume will be increased from 200 pages in the DRFP to 300 pages in the RFP with content requirements for the Volume remaining consistent with those portrayed in the Table in Section L.II-3 of the DRFP.

· The page count limitation for the Past Performance Volume will be increased from 15 pages in the DRFP to 40 pages in the RFP with content requirements for the Volume remaining consistent with those portrayed in Table in Section L.II-3 of the DRFP.

· The Basis of Estimate detail to be provided in the Cost Volume will change from the DRFP requirement to propose it at WBS Level 2 to the RFP requirement to propose it at WBS Level 3.

· The font size for content within a graphic will be changed from 12 point in the DRFP to10 point in the RFP.
