Background:

In addition to the Mission Services requirements identified in Attachment J-1 PWS; additional services from the Contractor are required to satisfy the commitment of MAF resources that NASA has allocated to the External Tank (ET) Project. The intent of this Task Order is to define and acquire those additional resources.
Basis of Estimate:

Principal activity for ET during FY2009 at MAF is the unimpeded continuation of External Tank production.  
The scope of this Task Order is defined below and is principally associated with performing the integration function for Manufacturing Support planning. 
For pressure vessel systems, special events, and environmental services the estimated quantity of ET work consists of:

· Implementation and certification of two (2) new pressure systems 
· Six (6) special events 

· Two (2) spills or events requiring environmental response and cleanup

Scope:

Provide additional or unique services to support ET.  

The Contractor shall:

Perform general operations functions to include the following:

WBS 3.0 - Manufacturing Support: 
a. Serve as the MSFOC PSLE (or equivalent) for ET in the coordination of MAF manufacturing resource requirements definition, management and implementation per PWS Section 3.1.1





  

b. Maintain cognizance of ET manufacturing operations by attending weekly or regularly scheduled ET planning meetings  




c. Provide MSFOC support to ET/NASA milestone reviews such as production readiness reviews per PWS Section 3.1.








d. Ensure ET Project issues/concerns are addressed and if necessary communicated to the responsible MSFOC representative and the NASA COTR











e. Coordinate daily with ET production scheduling personnel and integrate relevant manufacturing operations schedule information into the integrated manufacturing support schedule per PWS Section 3.1.2









f. Provide manufacturing and maintenance support under PWS Section 3.3 for common manufacturing areas shared by ET and other user(s)/tenent(s)  









a. Perform manufacturing process flow planning and coordination functions between user(s)/tenent(s) in all common manufacturing areas.  












b. Perform maintenance activities on common area equipment, complex machinery, and control systems including but not limited to electrical systems, piping systems, pumps, machinery, and heating, ventilation, and air conditioning systems










c. Provide metrology/calibration support to ET Project as required



d. Provide machine-tool operations support in common manufacturing area tool rooms as required















3.  WBS 4.7 Pressure Vessel Systems:
Provide Pressure Vessels Systems (PV/S) Management including certification for all “new” fixed and mobile pressure vessels/systems utilized by ET Project in accordance with PWS Section 4.7.  Implement and maintain certification and in-service inspection (ISI) plans for “new” fixed PV/S assigned to the ET Project.  
4.  WBS 5.10 - Special Events :

ET will have a requirement for special events (e.g. general assemblies, award presentations, project media events ground breaking, etc) during this period of performance.  The Contractor will provide special event support that includes planning, developing, coordinating, and implementing ET requirements for each special event.  Implementation includes but is not limited to the set up and tear down of equipment (stages, podiums, seating, tenting, etc.) and custodial services.
5. WBS 9.0 Environmental Services:
Provide Spill Response and Clean-up services on an as needed basis in ET dedicated manufacturing areas or warehouse space per PWS Section 9.6.  Spill response and clean up services will be performed after ET hardware has been safed or moved to a safe area.  Clean-up of ET flight hardware may be performed by the Contractor if a written request has been received from ET Project.
