You are invited to review and comment on NASA/Goddard Space Flight Center's (GSFC) Space Communications Network Services (SCNS) Draft solicitation as described in Attachment A, Statement of Work, of the enclosed solicitation/model contract.
This procurement is a full and open competitive procurement.  The NAICS code is 517919, Size Standard $23M.  This competitive procurement will result in a hybrid cost-plus-award-fee contract with a core requirement and an indefinite delivery indefinite quantity (IDIQ) requirement.  This contract will have an effective ordering period of five-years and three-months from the effective date of the contract with two one-year option periods.  The anticipated award date is July 1, 2008 with a three month Phase-in effort beginning on or about July 9, 2008.  

Potential Offerors are encouraged to comment on all aspects of the draft solicitation, including the requirements, schedules, proposal instructions, and evaluation approaches.  Potential Offerors are also encouraged to comment on any perceived safety, occupational health, security (including information technology security), environmental, export control, and/or other programmatic risk issues associated with performance of the work.

Representative Task Orders (RTOs) have been included as Enclosures 1 thru 4 of the RFP to help the Government understand how you, as our contractor, would carry out the representative tasks associated with the Statement of Work.  Potential Offerors are encouraged to comment on whether there are any ambiguities in the DRFP RTOs.   In addition, this solicitation utilizes a cost evaluation methodology that is different than prior cost evaluations for GSFC’s CPAF, Hybrid Core and IDIQ contracts.  Offerors are encouraged to carefully read Provision L.15 of the Draft RFP and the associated Cost Exhibits.

The Government intends to hold a Pre-Solicitation Conference, at the Goddard Space Flight Center, and site visits at the Goddard Space Flight Center (GSFC), Merritt Island Launch Annex (MILA), and White Sands Complex (WSC).  The Pre-Solicitation Conference and GSFC site visit will both be held on December 7, 2007.  The Pre-Solicitation Conference will begin at 9:00AM (EST) in the GSFC Building 8 Auditorium with the site-visit to follow immediately after.  The site visit for the WSC will be held on December 11, 2007.  The site visits at MILA will be held on December 19, 2007.
