RFP NNK08223161R      Significant Changes from the Draft RFP to the Final RFP
Provided below is a listing of the significant changes that have been incorporated into the final version of RFP NNK08223161R.  Offerors are notified that no response to the questions/comments received on the draft RFP will be posted.  The changes are the result of questions and comments received from industry and internal reviews performed by the Government.  Offerors should examine the final RFP carefully in its entirety to discern all changes.  
1. Section B, paragraph B.4 is revised to change the beginning contract value for the ID/IQ task orders (CLIN 0005) to $0.00.

2.Section B, paragraph B.4.1 is revised from 30 days to state 31 days.

3.  Section B, table  B.4.2.1, travel amounts (government estimated travel) was reduced for each year by $10,000($50,000 in total).

4.  Section B, table B.5, ID/IQ effort, task orders type changed from Firm-Fixed-Price to Cost-Plus-Fixed-Fee (CPFF) task orders.
5. Section B, paragraph B.7 is added (moved from G.9).

6.  Section F, paragraph F.5, (b) Contractor Close-out, added a sentence at the end and identified the type of items that would be anticipated as part of the close-out.
7.  Section G, paragraph G.7(c), 2nd line is revised to delete reference of Section J.3, Government Furnished Services and J-6 Government Furnished Facilities.  The section G.7(c) paragraph is revised to reflect the changes to state "the contractor is authorized for use of the types of property identified below in Items (1) and (2) under this section.”

8.  Section G, a new paragraph G.11 entitled  “Contractor’s Use of ODIN computer resources” is added.

9.  Section H, paragraph H.3, additional information is added to state what “Ground Processing work” includes.

10.  Section H, paragraph H.14, the following sentence is added as follows:  “Associate 

Contractor Agreements (ACA’s) shall be in place within 30 days after contract award”.  In addition, at the end of the 1st sentence the words “including establishing non-disclosure agreements” is added.

11.  Section H.15, paragraph entitled “Protection and Safeguarding of Information and Data of Third Parties” is deleted.  Former H.21 Access to Contractor Data is now H.15.  This paragraph is revised in  paragraph (iii) to add the following words at the end of the paragraph  “application data to determine the degree to which contract requirements are met.  At a minimum, the Contractor shall maintain the types of data required by the DRD’s in Attachment J-2.”

12. Section H, paragraph H.21 paragraph entitled “Conversion to Fixed Price” is added.  

13.  Section H, paragraph H.22 paragraph entitled “Records Management” is added.

14.  Section I, paragraph I.1, number 53, entitled FAR 52.227-16  Additional Data Rights” is added.

15. Section I, paragraph I.3 is revised to reflect an ordering period for CLIN 0005 (ID/IQ CPFF task Orders) beginning on October 1, 2008.  

16.  Section I, paragraph I.9, NFS clause 1852.204-76 is revised to reflect the updated clause dated May 2008.

17.  Section L clause 52.215-1 is revised from by reference to full text.

18.  Section L, paragraph L.1.4, 2nd paragraph, task order type for CLIN 0005 is revised to reflect ID/IQ Cost-Plus-Fixed-Fee (CPFF) task orders.

19.  Section L, paragraph L.2.2 (a) Table Volume VII-Part 3 Obstensible Subcontracting and Teaming Information is deleted.  In addition, Section L, subparagraph L.2.2(b)  added the following words under Section L.2.2 to state “this includes tables and graphics”.

20.  Section L paragraph L.2.2(a) Proposal page limitations. Note * is added to state Parts 3a, 3b, 4 and 7 are not included in the page limit for Volume I.  Past performance limit is changed to none.
21.  Section L, paragraph L.2.3, the number of hard copies identified in L.2.3 is revised to state 5 hard copies (1 original and 4 copies) on Volumes I-VI and 3 originals and 2 copies for Volume VII.  In addition, a due date of July 16, 2008 by 1:00 PM local time for submission of proposals is added.  
22.  Section L, paragraph L.2.4, the due date for receipt of proposals is added which is July 16, 2008 by 1:00PM (local time), also, the number of required copies for the volumes are updated.  

23.  Section L, paragraph L.2.5 revised to reflect that questions on the final RFP are due by June 25, 2008, by 3:00 PM local time (email is preferred).

24.  Section L, paragraph L.2.8, section changed to Reserved.  The first two paragraphs are deleted and the last two paragraphs of the section were moved to L.2.3 as paragraphs 1 and 2.  

25.  Section L, paragraph L.3.1.3(b), Subject Matter Specialists (SMS) and Technical experts moved from L.3.1.3 to Section L.3.2.3.  Under the Subject Matter Specialist category, the 2nd sentence will be revised to state “SMS are personnel, other than key, for all labor categories specified in Attachment L.3.8.1 that require 10 or more years experience in the Engineering field and 7 or more years experience for all other categories.  In addition, after the 2nd sentence, the following is added:  “SMS resumes will be required for all SMS personnel meeting the experience requirements identified herein for the following specific categories:  Systems Engineer/Analyst, Engineer IV, and Engineer V.  In addition, only 2 resumes will be required for SMS personnel in the Engineer III, Business Specialist III and Business Specialist IV categories.”

26.  Section L, paragraph L.3.2.2 will be changed to state two scenarios instead of three.

27.  Section L, paragraph L.3.2.2, Scenario#2, Ground Systems, Page L-20, line 3 of last paragraph of the scenario will be revised to show a change of wording from “science module system” to “crawler transporters”.
28.  Section L, paragraph L.3.2.3 the following words are deleted from the L.3.2.3 1st sentence:  “and describe the qualifications and related experience of proposed key personnel in relation to their proposed assignment”.  In addition, in Section L.3.2.3, 2nd sentence, the following words are deleted “also describe the rationale for why the proposed positions are critical to the success of the contract and.”.  Also, in Section L.3.2.3, 3rd paragraph, 6th line, reference to Attachment L.3.8.1 is replaced with Attachments L.3.8.4 (core effort) and L.3.8.5 (ID/IQ effort).
29.  Section L, paragraph L.3.3, reference to L.1.5 is deleted and replaced with Section H, paragraph H.18. In addition, a sentence is added at the end of the paragraph.  
30.  Section L.3.4(a)— On page L-24, immediately following Section L.3.4(a), the current listed (8) will be corrected to reflect (1). In addition, in Section L.3.4, the table entitled “Small Business Utilization Factor” has been revised to show the correct percentage for Small Businesses, which is 40%.
31.  Section L.3.4(a)(4) paragraph is  revised to reflect Attachment J.10 instead of J.9. 

32.  Section L, paragraph L.2.3, the reference to L.3.4.1 is revised to reflect L.3.5.1.
33.  Section L, paragraph L.3.5.1 paragraph is revised to add the following sentence at the end of subparagraph (iv):  “Offerors are advised that NASA may, during discussions (if required) or as part of the Final Proposal revision process (if required), request additional pricing information.”

34.  Section L, paragraph L.3.5.2 Cost Proposal Pricing Instructions, reference to B.5.1 revised to state B.5.  In addition, after the words “Attachment L.3.8.3 the following is added:  “(core effort) and L.3.8.6 (ID/IQ effort).  As stated in Section L.2.10, offerors may propose/substitute labor categories that cannot be easily mapped  or logically mapped to those standard labor categories provided in Attachment J.7.” 
35.  Section L, paragraph L.3.5.2, Cost Proposal Pricing Instructions, the words “full time equivalent” is revised to state “Work Year Equivalent”.  In addition, the reference to L.3.8.3 is revised to reflect “core effort” and a reference is added for Attachment L.3.8.6 “ID/IQ effort.”  In addition, a paragraph is added to provide additional information on the cost proposal pricing.
36.  Section L, paragraph L.3.5.3 fee, paragraph is revised to reflect ID/IQ CPFF task orders.  

37.  Section L, paragraph L.3.8.3 Cost Templates (Core Effort) and L.3.8.6 (ID/IQ Effort) will include the Government’s work year equivalent of 1840 hours.  In addition, L.3.8.3 template is revised to delete one of the Business Specialist III categories and adds Business Specialist II and Business Specialist I category and corrects links in the template.
38.  Section L, paragraph L.3.6, Volume VI-Past Performance, item 14 is deleted. 

39.  Section L, paragraph L.3.6(a), 1st sentence, the following words are added at the end of the sentence “over the life of the contract.”
40.  Section L, paragraph L.3.6(b), 1st sentence will be revised to add the words “ similar in size, content, and complexity to KLXS.  An additional sentence is added to state “refer to L.3.6(a) for maximum numbers of prime and subcontracts required for past performance.” 
41.  Section L, paragraph L.3.8, Attachment L.3.8.3 is revised to state “core effort”.  In addition, Attachment L.3.8.6, Cost Template, for the ID/IQ effort is added. (for offerors to provide their costs for the ID/IQ effort).  

42. Section M, paragraph M.1(e) is revised to add the words “In accordance with FAR 52.215-1(f)(4), and an additional sentence is added at the end of the paragraph.
43.  Section M, paragraph M.2 Relative Importance of Evaluation Factors, subparagraph (b) is revised. 

44.  Section M, paragraph M.4.1 is revised to eliminate the requirement to provide an adjectival rating for the total mission suitability factor.  In addition, M.4.1(a) and (b) were combined.  
45.  Section M, paragraph M.4.1.2, paragraph 3, Staffing and Skill Mix is revised to include the evaluation of resumes for subject matter specialists and proposal information regarding technical experts as being included in the evaluation of this area.  (Moved from Management under key personnel)  

46.  Section M, paragraph M.4.1.3 Safety and Health is revised to add a sentence at the end.
47.  Section M, paragraph M.4.2. is revised to eliminate the requirement to perform a mission suitability point adjustment as a result of cost realism.
48.  Section M, paragraph M.4.3 is revised to incorporate level of confidence ratings for evaluation of  past performance (rather than adjective ratings).

49.  Section M, paragraph M.5 is moved to M.1(f).  
50.  Page J-1, an Attachment J.10 Small Business Subcontracting Plan (Reserved) will be added.  

51.  Attachment J.1, the following changes were made:  paragraph 1.0, 3rd, 4th, 5th and 6th paragraphs, some wording changes were made.  In additional ,paragraph 2.0 minor wording changes were made as well as throughout the entire Attachment J.1.
Also, in paragraph 3.4, subparagraph 3.4.1.1, deletion of the words “the contractor shall provide a Phase-in Plan, per DRD KLXS-PM-02, detailing the contractor’s plans for assuming the full scope of work described in the SOW.  In addition, in paragraph 3.4, a subparagraph 3.4.1.2 is changed to take out words related to a close out plan and add wording reflecting a phase in plan. Additionally, subparagraph 3.4.1.3 is added to reflect the contractor is to provide a close out plan. Further, in 4.2.1.1.4, an additional sentence is added at the end.  Additionally, in 4.3, 1st paragraph, an additional sentence was added to state “the contractor shall support the development of  PPBE inputs.” Also, on page 5, Section 4.5.3 and 4.5.3.1 is revised to clarify these sections related to Ground Systems.”
52.  Attachment J.2,  DRD KLXS PM-01 Contract Management Plan is revised to reflect 1st time required submission is 30 days after contract award. 

53.  Attachment J.2. the references in DRD KLXS PM-02 Phase in Plan is corrected to reflect L.3.1.4.3 and  Section F, Clause F.5.
54.  Attachment J.2. added a new DRD CR-03 entitled “Records Management Program Plan”.

55.  Attachment J.2, added a new DRD CR-04 entitled “Summary of Records Holding & Transfers (File Plan)”.
