This term also means a small business concern that is at least 51 percent unconditionally owned by an economically disadvantaged Indian tribe or Native Hawaiian Organization, or a publicly owned business having at least 51 percent of its stock unconditionally owned by one or more of these entities, which has its management and daily business controlled by members of an economically disadvantaged Indian tribe or Native Hawaiian Organization, and which meets the requirements of 13 CFR 124.

Women-owned small business concern, as used in this clause, means a small business concern (1) which is at least 51 percent owned by one or more women or, in the case of any publicly owned business, at least 51 percent of the stock of which is owned by one or more women, and (2) whose management and daily business operations are controlled by one or more women. 

(b) The NASA Administrator is required by statute to establish annually a goal to make available to small disadvantaged business concerns, Historically Black Colleges and Universities, minority institutions, and women-owned small business concerns, at least 8 percent of NASA's procurement dollars under prime contracts or subcontracts awarded in support of authorized programs, including the space station by the time operational status is obtained.

EVALUATION APPROACH

(a)  GENERAL

This provision is intended to explain the manner and rationale by which proposals will be assessed by the evaluation team. The Evaluation Criteria are intended to show the scope of the evaluation to be performed on proposals submitted in response to the RFP. Offerors are to prepare proposals with these criteria in mind (i.e., in terms of both content and organizations), in order to assist the team in determining the relative merit of proposals in relation to the requirements as defined in Section C.

Proposals will be evaluated in accordance with the requirements of FAR Subpart 15.3, “Source Selection,” as supplemented by NFS Subpart 1815.3, “Source Selection.” Offerors should recognize that the initial evaluation of proposals and, if applicable, the determination of the competitive range will be made upon a review of written proposals only plus some independent investigations that may be made. The attention of offerors is particularly directed to NFS 1815.305, “Proposal Evaluation” and to NFS 1815.305-70, “Identification of unacceptable proposals”.

As provided for in FAR 52.215-1 “Instructions to Offerors—Competitive Acquisition”, NASA intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract without discussions with Offerors (except clarifications as described in FAR 15.306(a)). Therefore, the offeror’s initial proposal should contain the offeror’s best terms from a cost or price, past performance, and technical standpoint. NASA reserves the right to conduct discussions if the Source Selection Authority (SSA) later determines them to be necessary. If the SSA determines that the number of proposals that would otherwise be in the competitive range exceeds the number at which an efficient competition can be conducted, the SSA may limit the number of proposals in the competitive range to the greatest number that will permit an efficient competition among the most highly rated proposals. 

A Source Evaluation Committee (SEC) has been appointed to perform the evaluation of proposals received in response to this RFP. In carrying out its responsibility, the SEC will evaluate proposals with respect to three factors as follows: Technical, Past Performance, and Price.

After the SEC concludes its evaluations, it will present its findings to the SSA for this procurement. This is a best value source selection. A trade-off process, as described in FAR 15.101-1, will be used in making source selection. While the SEC and the SSA will strive for maximum objectivity, the source selection process, by its nature, is subjective and, therefore, professional judgment is implicit throughout the entire process. The SSA will make the judgments required in selecting the offeror that he/she considers able to perform the contract in a manner most advantageous to NASA, all factors considered. 

(b)  EVALUATION FACTORS

The essential objective of the proposal evaluation process is to identify and select the offeror able to successfully meet the Government’s needs in the manner most advantageous to the Government, all factors considered. The relative probabilities of offerors to accomplish this will be judged by evaluation of specific factors. There are three evaluation factors for this procurement: Technical (including schedule), Past Performance, and Price. This Section M provides a further description for each evaluation factor. 

The Technical (including schedule) and Past Performance factors (when combined) are significantly more important than Price. Of the three evaluation factors, Technical (including schedule) is more important than Price, which is more important than Past Performance. The SEC will perform consensus evaluation using the point scale, adjectival ratings, definitions, and percentiles as noted above and applying the following procedure:

· Proposal strengths and weaknesses will be identified.

· The Technical factor will be assigned an adjectival rating.

· The SEC will then determine a percent for the Technical factor.

· Despite the point scaling in the above process, identification by the SEC of one or more deficiencies in a proposal may warrant its overall technical characterization as “Poor” and result in its non-selection.

The compatibility between the proposed technical factor and the proposed prices to accomplish the work will be an important consideration in evaluation of this factor. In addition, a risk assessment of the proposal will be considered in determining Technical strengths, weaknesses, deficiencies and numerical/adjectival ratings.

(a) Past performance is an important factor in accessing the ability of the offeror to perform the SOW requirements and the risks associated with that offeror’s proposal. Past performance reflects the accomplishments of work by an offeror that is comparable to, or related to, the work or effort required under this procurement. This portion of the evaluation pertains to overall corporate experience, to include corporate past performance of any proposed subcontractors, (as opposed to that of proposed individual or key personnel), as it pertains to programs with both Government and industry. 

(b) In addition to reviewing the offeror(s) submission, the SEC reserves the right to collect information on past performance of the offeror(s) from other sources, such as other NASA personnel, other Government agencies, or commercial references, etc., to obtain their views on the quality of work or services provided by the offeror(s) whether the offeror performed as a prime or subcontractor. The Government will consider the currency and relevance of the information, source of the information, context of the information, and general trends in performance. Evaluation of past performance is subjective, based on consideration of all relevant facts and circumstances. It will include a determination of the offeror’s commitment to customer satisfaction and will include conclusions of informed judgment.

(c)  The evaluation will be conducted in accordance with FAR 15.35(a)(2) and NFS 1815.305(a)(2), “Past Performance Evaluation”. Offerors without a record of relevant past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available, will not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance, but will receive a “Neutral” rating. Past performance will include the following specific areas established for this procurement.

(1) Technical Performance

Considers the offeror’s technical performance on contract tasks and deliverables for previous and present work. The Offeror will be evaluated in terms of the equality of services provided, compliance with technical requirements, appropriateness and utilization of personnel, corporate support, and subcontractor management. Also, the Offeror’s working relationship with its customers will be considered as well as the initiative of the Offeror in identifying and resolving unforeseen technical problems. In addition, the Government will also favor evidence of strong safety, quality, and environmental past and current performance.

(2) Schedule Performance

Considers how well the Offeror has met completion dates. This includes any interim deliverables or milestones such as periodic technical and business reports and completion of valid customer direction such as task and “mission” assignments. Responsiveness to technical direction, contract requirements (technical and administrative), and emergency service requirements will also be evaluated.

(d) The past performance evaluation will assess the extent of the Offeror’s relevant experience evidenced within the contract(s) referenced in the proposal, or as otherwise known to the Government, associated with the SOW. The complexity and magnitude of the Offeror’s quality and quantity of specific technical and management experience directly applicable to the requirement will be especially important. Current and relevant experience will have greater impact in the Government’s assessment than less recent and less relevant experience. The terms “current and recent” are defined as contracts in which work was performed up to 5 years from this solicitation issuance date. The term “relevant” means contracts having comparable size or scope, and significant technical or price similarity, association or other relationship with the effort and/or contract type described in this RFP. 

(e) NASA will evaluate the past performance information provided by the offerors, as well as any other information available, in accordance with the criteria above and assign strengths, weaknesses and deficiencies. The Past Performance Factor is not to be numerically weighted and scored. The results of this evaluation will be consolidated into an adjectival rating. The rating system that will be used by NASA to determine the adjectival rating for each offeror is as follows:
	Definitions of Adjectival Ratings

	Excellent
	Of exceptional merit; exemplary performance in a timely, efficient, and economical manner; very minor (if any) problems with no adverse effect on overall performance; and experience that is highly relevant to this procurement. Based on the offeror’s performance record, there is a very high level of confidence that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort. (One or more significant strengths exist. No significant weaknesses exist.  The mere absence of a significant weakness does not make a proposal meet the excellent rating.)

	Very Good
	Very effective performance; fully responsive to contract requirements; contract requirements accomplished in a timely, efficient, and economical manner for the most part; only minor problems with little identifiable effect on overall performance; and experience is very relevant to this procurement. Based on the offeror’s performance record, there is a high level of confidence that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort. (One or more significant strengths exist. Strengths outbalance any weakness.)

	Good
	Effective performance; fully responsive to contract requirements; reportable problems, but with little identifiable effect on overall performance; and experience is relevant to this procurement. Based on the offeror’s performance record, there is confidence that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort. (There may be strengths or weaknesses, or both.)

	Fair
	Meets or slightly exceeds minimum acceptable standards; adequate results; reportable problems with identifiable, but not substantial, effects on overall performance; and experience is at least somewhat relevant to this procurement. Based on the offeror’s performance record, there is low confidence that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort. Changes to the offeror’s existing processes may be necessary in order to achieve contract requirements. (One or more weaknesses exist. Weaknesses outbalance strengths.)

	Poor
	Does not meet minimum acceptable standards in one or more areas; remedial action required in one or more areas; problems in one or more areas which adversely affect overall performance. Based on the offeror’s performance record, there is very low confidence that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort. (One or more deficiencies or significant weaknesses exist.)

	Neutral
	In the case of an offeror without a record of relevant past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available, the offeror may not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance [see FAR 15.305(a) (2) (ii) and (iv)].
