The National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA), Lyndon B. Johnson Space Center (JSC), is soliciting proposals for the Center Institutional Safety Services (CISS) Contract.  This RFP replaces the DRAFT RFP which was released on May 14, 2008.  Any questions received as a result of this RFP will be addressed as an amendment to the RFP.

This procurement is an 8(a) Set-aside competitive procurement and has been assigned NAICS code 541330 using the Military & Aerospace Equipment and Military Weapons Exception which increases the Small Business threshold from $4.5M/year to $25M/year.  It is contemplated that a time and materials contract with an award fee feature will result from the solicitation.  

As stated on the Standard Form 33, and in Section L., Part I, Provision L.15 “Submission of Proposals,” proposals are due no later than 1:30 p.m., Central Daylight Savings Time, August 7, 2008, at the JSC Central Receiving - Building 421.  In order to meet that deadline, offerors are directed to follow the instructions in Section L, Part I, Provision L.14, “Proposal Marking and Delivery” and L.15 “Submission of Proposals” for detailed instructions in the delivery process.  To be assured that someone will be available to escort couriers on-site, offerors are advised to contact Venessa Jankowski at 281-483-1415 prior to attempting to deliver a proposal.  Past Performance information, however, may be mailed directly to:  Venessa Jankowski, NASA/JSC, SEB - Building 416 South – CISS, Houston, TX  77058.  Offerors are responsible for ensuring that all required past performance data are received by Ms. Jankowski no later than 1:30 p.m. July 31, 2008.  

Cost instructions in Section L, Part II, “6.0  Outline and Content of Volume III – Cost/Price Proposal” specify that the cost proposal shall be submitted in hard copy and on disk.  In addition, offerors are requested to provide a copy of their cost proposal to the cognizant Defense Contract Audit Agency office at the time proposals are submitted in order to expedite proposal evaluations.   
Proposals shall include 3 original signed SF33 forms properly completed with offeror’s company name; complete address, including street, city, county, state, and zip code; name, telephone and fax numbers, and e-mail address of responsible person or persons; acknowledgment of amendments and signature of authorized person.
