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1.  Revise the specification by deleting the requirement to meet the U-3 specification. Also each transducer is to have the strain gauge circuitry hermetically sealed from the atmosphere.
2. The Following questions and answers are hereby provided.

1)    Does the reference to NASA verifying the sensor using a 1750 ohm load +/- 10 percent refer to a shunt resistor?  
       The NASA on-site Calibration Lab places this load across the transducer output when verifying the signal output. 

2)    If so, are we to supply data with a similar type resistor being applied at the factory?   The contractor is not being asked to supply this data.  This is how NASA will verify the accuracy specifications. 
3)    What is the NASA U-3 specification?   
      This is an older specification with more detail than has been included for this procurement; the applicable requirements have been reflected in the document sent with the purchase request.  The reference to U-3 should be taken out.  The calibration requirement is specifying what is stated in item 4 below.  This is to verify that the particular transducer with associated serial number does provide the correct millivolt/volt output at incremental pressure levels.
4)    Is it 20 points, 10 up and 10 down in 10 percent increments at 70 degrees F.? 
    See comment above. 
5)    Are there any additional requirements for the NASA U-3 specification? 
      Actually, these transducers should have the strain gauge circuitry hermetically sealed from the atmosphere as well.  The output sensitivity can further be stated as 3 millivolts/volt +/- .1 millivolt/volt at 70 degress F. 
6)    Does the combined Accuracy: +/-.25 percent full scale apply to all the sensors below (1-8)?   Yes. 

    (Non-linearity: +/- .15 percent full scale + Hysteresis: +/- .10 percent full scale = 
     +/-0.25 percent Accuracy)
     Sensotec Model TJE's are typically 0.1 percent accuracy

     Sensotec Model Z's are typically 0.25 percent accuracy

  7) Which pressure port applies to the units below, both the 1/4 inch AN male fitting and the
     7/16-20 UNF pressure ports per MS33656E4 are mentioned in (1-8) below.   
           The 7/16-20 UNF ports per MS33656E4 as called out in the individual line items. 
  8) Is there a specific cleaning specification to remove all visual traces of oil or other
     contaminants?   
           There are no special cleaning specifications since these are not going to be used for oxygen service or any fluid 
           requiring more restrictive cleaning precautions. 

  9) Is there a specification on the dust caps?  
           A plastic cap is sufficient;  the port should be kept protected from dust and other contaminants. 
  10) What is the Compensated Temperature Range?

      Below (1-8), some have the -20 degrees to 200 degrees F, and some have 60 to 160 degrees  

     The compensated temperature ranges are specified on each specific line item (line items 1-8). 

3.  This procurement is no longer a sole source procurement to Hamilton/Sensotec.  It is now classed as a full and open competition procurement, thus anyone meeting the specifications may provide a quote.
4.   The section entitled, Selection, is deleted in its entirety and the following substituted in lieu thereof:

Selection

The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror on a BEST VALUE basis.   Selection and award will be made to that offeror whose offer will be the most advantageous to the Government, with consideration given to the factors of technical capability of the item(s) offered to meet the specifications, price, past performance and best value requirements. Selection and award will be made on an aggregate basis for all items.  Best Value criteria is 1) meeting the desired delivery schedule of 12 weeks from date of order and 2) experience with building these specific transducers.  It is critical that offerors provide adequate detail with their offer to allow evaluation concerning 
whether the transducers will meet the specifications. (SEE FAR 52.212-1(b)).  Unless otherwise stated in the solicitation, for selection purposes, specifications, total price, and past performance are essentially equal in importance. 

A written notice of award or acceptance of an offer, mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful offeror within the time for acceptance specified in the offer, shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party. Before the offer’s specified expiration time, the Government may accept an offer (or part of an offer), whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award. 

5.  Acceptance:  Once the transducers are received from the awardee, technical acceptability will be determined by the transducers passing an acceptance test performed by the NASA GRC CAL-LAB to ensure that all specifications are met prior to payment being made.

6.  Delete the following from the RFQ: A copy of a published price list, catalog price or computer page printout showing the price for Items 1 thru 8 will need to be included in order to determine the price fair and reasonable. (Note, the Contracting Officer is requesting this information because of the sole source nature of this procurement).  

Offers are reminded that they are required to provide documentation or web sites with their offer which demonstrates they can meet the specifications (See FAR 52.212-1).  Statements such as “We meet” are not an acceptable demonstration that the specification is met.
7.  The due date for receipt of offers is extended from March 24, 2008 to March 28, 2008.
