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1. Q.   In Section M.2, the document reads, “The Government Evaluation Committee will present its findings to the project management team and the Source Selection Authority (SSA).  Can you provide insight as to the composition of the Government Evaluation Committee?  

A. No.  NASA GRC Center procedures do not allow us to reveal the names of individuals on the Government Evaluation Committee.
2. Q.  Can you tell us the name of the Source Selection Authority?

A. Yes.  Pete McCallum

3. Q.  Section L.4 52.216-27 states “The Government may elect to award a single delivery contract or task order contract or to award multiple delivery order contracts or task order contracts for the same or similar supplies or services to two or more sources under this solicitation.”  If the Government elects to award multiple task order contracts, would this be a split of the total dollar contract amount per year?

A.  NO.  It is possible that even under multiple awards, one firm may successfully compete for all Task Orders, and the other contractor(s) may only receive the minimum value of work.

4. Q.  Would there be a split of task orders awarded based on categories of specialized technical support or would each task order released be competed?

A. It is planned that each Task Order will be competed.  See “Fair Opportunity Process clause H. 8.

5. Q.  Can you tell us what the probability of there being a single award versus multiple awards for this Solicitation?

A. We plan to make multiple awards unless only one firm provides an acceptable proposal.
