Amendment to the Cover Letter
NASA intends to evaluate the proposals based on the Offeror’s capability and approach to implement and execute the entire scope as stated in the Statement of Work of the SpaceDOC solicitation.   The majority of SpaceDOC consists of three defined investment areas:  ISS Research, Human Research, and Constellation Extra Vehicular Activities (EVA).  There is a minority component that is currently undefined which is open to potential, future work related to Orion, Ares, Altair, Lunar Lander Surface systems, and Space Operations Communications.  The five sample task orders included in the Draft RFP are task orders currently approved for FY09 execution, of which three are related to ISS research, one to Human Research and one to EVA in Constellation.  They are representative of the majority, defined portion of SpaceDOC.
