Advanced Transmission Test Stand (ATTS)

Technical Evaluation Factors for Award
The following three Mission Suitability Factors will be considered in the technical evaluation of the proposals.  A description of the Factors is as follows:

Factor 1.  Excellence of Proposed Design.  A high priority of the technical evaluation will be based on the offerer's proposed Advanced Transmission Test Stand (ATTS) design.  Based on the contents of the design, the offerer's understanding of the Government's objectives, goals, approach, and requirements of the ATTS will be considered in the technical evaluation of the proposal.  The design will be evaluated based on two sub-factors:  1A) completeness of design, and 1B) functionality of the design.  The completeness of the design will be evaluated on how well the offerer's proposed design of the ATTS includes all the capabilities and meets all the requirements as stated in the RFQ.  The functionality of the design will be evaluated on merit of the offerer's approach to the design of the ATF.  Failure of the offerer to provide a well-thought, well-described proposed design of the complete ATTS will be considered as evidence of unacceptability.
Factor 2.  Technical Development Plan.  The offerer's Technical Development Plan and Statement-of-Work will be considered in the evaluation.  The Technical Development Plan will be evaluated based on its completeness and anticipated achievability to meet the ATTS design and performance requirements.  The support activity of the Technical Development Plan will be evaluated based on the offerer's level of intent in the maintenance and troubleshooting of the ATTS during installation of the system at NASA.  The offerer's Statement-of-Work should address all the requirements as stated in the RFQ.  Any modifications from the Government's Statement-of-Work should be justified and well supported.  Failure of the offerer to provide a Technical Development Plan and Statement-of-Work will be considered as evidence of unacceptability.

Factor 3.  Experience, Qualifications, Company Resources and Facilities.  The offerer's proposed ATTS design and its relationship to the offerer's established and recognized product line will be evaluated to provide a measurement of readiness to conduct the effort.  The offerer's prior experience will be also used in this measurement of readiness to conduct the effort.  The offerer's resources and facilities will be evaluated to determine the offerer's capability to perform the ATTS design, fabrication, assembly, and check-out in the allotted time frame as stated in the RFQ.  The offerer's resources and facilities will be evaluated to determine the offerer's capabilities to perform the proposed support effort during ATTS installation.  The proposed technical specialists, pertinent subcontractors, and/or proposed purchased equipment to be utilized will also be evaluated to provide a measurement of readiness to conduct the effort.
