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Q1: 
Based on the pictures in the specification document, we assume that NASA already has one or a few of these devices. Will the contactor have access to the device? Does the device in the picture perform the tasks that are specified in the RFQ, and the procurement goal is to procure additional ones?
A1:  
We do not have any of these stations at present; therefore, there is no such device that the contractor can access.

The internal drawings are based on cockpit views of a similar simulator developed for the AOL at Ames, but the requirements are different. These pictures are intended to be conceptual, but are based on the simulator at AOL. 

Q2:  
Will it be correct to assume that all the technical data required for the development (such as the detailed specifications of the various systems, the accurate measurements or CAD drawings of the cockpit, etc.) would be provided as GFI?
A2:  
Currently, the only specifications document to date has already been posted on FedBizOpps. We have no CAD drawings or measurements other than what have been supplied. The design, CAD drawings, electrical drawings, etc. must be included in the proposal to manufacture the devices.
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
