1) Are there any special environmental testing requirements for these potentiometers such as shock and vibration or moisture  ? No, the pots will be in the wind tunnel.
2) Other than the temperature requirement, are there any type of special electrical termination requirements - i.e. - Leads, solder tabs etc. The termination cable should be #26 teflon - 6 inches long - capable of withstanding the 300DegF temperature.  We will install our own connectors.
3) Is there to be any specific type of mechanical termination on the actuator shaft such as a certain UNC threaded end or other type terminator ? No special termination on the shafts.  We will install any threads necessary to interface to our components.
4) Will these be used in a controlled environment such as a lab or climate controlled area or will they be exposed to the elements ? These pots will be used in a wind tunnel.  They will experience temperature changes from ambient to 300DegF.
5) Is this for an airborne application ? No, these pots will not be airborne.  If the model should make it to that state all hardware will be specific flight ready hardware.
