Proposal Instructions

All proposal documentation shall be submitted as an attachment to the electronic submission in RFQS (preferred) or submitted via e-mail to fran.risinger@nasa.gov.  

The successful contractor(s) must be registered in the Central Contractor Registration (CCR) at the time of Contract Award.  To register in CCR, go to www.ccr.gov.  

Basis For Award

This is a BEST Value procurement.  NASA Langley will select the proposal that offers the best value to the government.  Proposals will be evaluated according to the following non-price related criteria: past experience/performance and technical merit.  The non-price related criteria, when combined, are more important than price.  

Proposal Guidelines

Technical Merit - Technical proposals shall address all of the requirements listed in the areas of the Statement of Work being proposed on.  Failure to address all requirements may negatively effect evaluation an offerors’ proposal.  The following items shall be specifically addressed:

1)
Identify the areas of the SOW being proposed

2)  Specimen set(s) to be inspected

3)
Inspection technologies and inspection procedures to be used

4)  Number of inspectors per inspection technology per specimen set

5)  Minimum qualifications of inspectors proposed (as a group) – individual resumes are not required.

6)  Proposed inspection schedule (methodology)
Past Experience/Performance - Provide references for three (3) projects similar in size and scope to this requirement within the past three (3) years.  More projects may be provided if available.  Include a description of the work performed, as well as, names, phone numbers, contract numbers, and email addresses for contact persons for each project referenced.  Past experience/performance will be evaluated for relevance to this requirement, depth of experience, quality, timeliness and overall customer satisfaction.  Offerors with no experience in the area of inspection being proposed will not be considered for award.

Price Proposal - Offerors shall submit a price proposal that includes a firm-fixed price per specimen set and inspection technology.  (i.e. One price for manual eddy current inspection of Phase 1 Group A Aluminum.  See Attachment A - POD Testing Matrix.)

**Contractors may bid separately on each specimen set and each inspection technology.

**The Government anticipates making multiple awards to satisfy all areas of the SOW.
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
