NASA/JSC will hold an Industry Day for the Process Improvement and Project Services Contract on Wednesday, August 20, 2008 at the Giliruth Center at the NASA Johnson Space Center. The event will be held in the Lonestar Room between 9:30 a.m. -12:00 p.m. The Government will also hold One-on-Ones Meetings from 1:30-4:30 on August 20th and 8:30 a.m. –12:00 p.m. on August 21st at the Gilruth, Rio Grande Room. Prospective Offerors will have 30 minutes alloted for the One-on-One Meeting. 
The goals of the Industry Day are to:

1. Promote competition on the proposed Process Improvement, and Project Services acquisition.

2. Develop Industry understanding of the Government’s requirements pertaining to the current contract.

3. Allow NASA/JSC to utilize Industry input to improve the Process Improvement and Project Services acquisition strategy.

Sign-Up Requirements

Prospective offerors are limited to three attendees per company. The RSVP response shall include the names, titles of attendees, point of contract (with the company you represent), point of contact’s phone number and point of contact’s email address. Offerors must also clearly state if they will attend Industry Day and also whether they intend for the government to set up a One-on-One Meeting with them. If a prospective offeror remains silent as far as setting up a One-on-One meeting, the Government will assume no One-on-One Meeting is being requested. Prospective offerors can RSVP to Industry Day and request a One-on-One meeting in the same email with a day preference. All responses to this notice should contain the words “Industry Day” in the title block of the email.


Questions and Answers for Industry Day

This Industry Day will focus on understanding of the Government’s requirements pertaining to the contract at NASA/JSC.

A question and answer period will follow at the end of the presentation. Oral questions may be answered, but keep in mind that this event is an open exchange with industry and no answers given will be considered official. A draft Request for Proposal (RFP) is planned to be released. After the draft RFP is released NASA/JSC will hold a pre-proposal conference, which will allow Industry to ask questions specific to the draft RFP. Industry will then be solicited to submit questions in writing so that the Government may officially respond.

No questions will be considered or answered concerning the follow-on procurement.

The One-on-One Meetings will be an opportunity for firms to meet with the Government One-on-One to ask questions and become more familiar with existing requirements. A One-on-One meeting must be specifically requested by each company that wants one. The request should be in accordance with the sign up requirements explained above.
