Statement of Work
Building 4600 Cellular In-house Expansion
Requirement:

Personnel in building 4600 are unable to use cell phones due to extensive drop out and dead zones throughout the internal area caused by lead tint of windows interfering with the Verizon and AT&T antenna emission.  SAIC Engineering has requested Cellular Specialties, Inc (CSI) to design a system that will make 4600 usable for cell phones during work hours and emergency situations. CSI must meet the following:

1) Provide all legal and carrier credentials meeting NASA standards for wireless activities.

a. Verify all equipment designed and used by CSI are Carrier certified and authorized for use.

b. All designs are approved by carriers prior to implementation.

2) CSI perform preliminary walk through with discussions on improvement, expansion capabilities and rough design.  

a. Walk both buildings and take RF readings on all levels for all carriers.  

b. Determine best location for head end placement.

c. Determine cable drops and visualizes equipment rooms.
d. Determine best location for internal antenna amplifiers.

3) Design cellular system to serve AT&T and Verizon.
a. Insure expansion capabilities for other buildings

b. Provide equipment List
c. Engineering, Documentation and Drawings. 

d. Project Management

e. Installation

f. Maintenance 

4) Provide in house and online preliminary meetings with SAIC management, engineering and technicians on design and design options. 
5) Procure and Ship Equipment to UNITeS Receiving. 

6) Train and assist Engineering Technicians on proper connectivity for Coax runs and proper antenna placement. 

7) Install equipment in Bldg 4601 and expand to Bldg 4600 

a. Install Head in equipment at 4601 and Expansion Chassis in 4600.
b. Provide all Fusion Splices

c. Provide optimized signal output and verify using test equipment.

d. Provide line sweeps insuring integrity of the coax. 

e. Insure all equipment is working properly and meets carrier standards.

8) Provide information on maintenance agreement and spare equipment.
9)  Provide one year of maintenance service and support on all related equipment on 
     site.
