Statement of Work (SOW) for 
Bus Service for LaunchFest
I. Introduction

NASA’s Goddard Space Flight Center (GSFC) is holding an event called LaunchFest at GSFC located in Greenbelt, MD.  This event will be held September 13, 2008, from 10:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.  It is anticipated that up to 20,000 people could be entering the gates of GSFC that day.

II.  Requirements

GSFC requires the use of 60 buses for the September 13 LaunchFest event.

Buses shall arrive at GSFC, building 32 parking lot by 8:30 a.m. on September 13, 2008.  At that time, representatives from GSFC Code 270, Information and Logistics Management Division, will provide a briefing of the day’s activities, procedures for reporting status and emergencies, point of contact information, and any other information deemed pertinent to ensure the day’s activities are a success relative to the transportation of visitors for LaunchFest.

After the briefing, buses shall leave GSFC by 9:30 for the satellite parking locations to start picking up visitors.

GSFC requires transportation of up to 20,000 people on September 13, 2008, from 4 satellite parking locations to GSFC and then back to the satellite locations.  The satellite locations are as follows:

1.  Beltway Plaza 
     6000 Greenbelt Road

     Greenbelt, MD  20770

2.  Aerospace Building

     10210 Greenbelt Road

     Greenbelt, MD  20771

3.  Eleanor Roosevelt High School

     7601 Hanover Parkway

     Greenbelt, MD  20770 

4. Greenbelt Metro – Green Line
Greenbelt, MD  20770

In addition, on-site tour route pick up and drop off of visitors is required.  There are approximately 15 stops on the tour route.  The specific tour route is provided as Attachment B to this agreement. 
An ideal wait time at any location would be between 5 and 10 minutes; however, in no case shall a wait time exceed 20 minutes at any given location.

The last bus is anticipated to leave GSFC by 5:00 to take the last visitors to the satellite parking locations.

III.  Management

The bus service provider shall provide, at a minimum, one on-site person to oversee the services, manage the coordination of the buses and movement of visitors, and work in conjunction with GSFC personnel from Code 270 to address any problems, issues, or concerns that may arise throughout the day.
