Statement of Work for Structural Test Data Cables

 

 

1)  All cable, connector, and label materials will be supplied by NASA.  The fabricator will supply all other materials needed to make these cables.

 

2)  200 cables, 100 ft long, terminated with a soldered 10 pin circular connector at one end, and a soldered 8 socket circular connector at the other. 

3)  40 cables each of lengths 140, 160, 180, 200 and 220 ft, terminated with a soldered 10 pin circular connector at one end and a soldered 10 socket circular connector at the other end.  

4)  60 cables, 250 ft long, terminated with a soldered 10 pin circular connector at one end and a soldered 10 socket circular connector at the other end.

5)  All cables:  Heat shrink tube labels to be applied at each end of the cable.  Cables to be bundled into groups of 5, sequentially numbered and tied with lacing cord every 3 ft.  Do not use plastic wire ties to bundle these cables.  Ohm out to verify construction is to specification.  

 

6)   The 10 pin to 8 pin cable would look like this:
 


 

7)   The 10 pin to 10 pin cable is an extension cable, so the pinout would be A to A, B to B, etc, using the same color code as shown on the 10 pin connector above and including the drain wire.
